Based slightly west of Marquette, Michi-

gan your dog will run on thousands of acres of prime bird 

habitat.  With an enrollment limited to ten dogs, your dog 

will have plenty of ground time and both grouse and wood-

cock contacts. Taking advantage of the late season foliage, a 

young dog quickly learns to rely on his nose to locate birds 

while at the same time discouraging his visual temptation to 

chase.  During the first half of the program, the young birds, 

unaccustomed to gunfire will sit tight for the dogs, giving 

your dog  the opportunity to learn 

how to handle the king of game 

birds.  And at the mid-point, gun 

season opens, and both grouse 

and woodcock will be shot to re-

ward your dogs efforts.
